Definition and Items




I. Withholding Sex  – Person states / threatens that sexual activity will be withheld if partner does not comply.

1. Tell my partner that I will not have sex with him/her if we do not use condoms.

2. Make it clear that I will not have sex if condoms are not used.

3. Let my partner know that no condoms means no sex.
4. Refuse to have sex with my partner unless condoms are used.

5. Tell my partner that we are going to use a condom… there’s no question about it.

6. Tell my partner that I have made the decision to use condoms, and so we are going to use them.

Scale statistics: M=3.09, ( =.94 

II. Direct Request– Person requests the use of condoms in a direct, straightforward manner.

1. Request that my partner go along with the use of a condom.

2. Ask that we use condoms during sex.

3. Make a direct request to use condoms.

4. Be clear that I’d like us to use condoms.

5. Tell my partner that I would be more comfortable using a condom.

6. Say that since we’re going to have sex, I’d like to use condoms.

Scale statistics: M=3.86, ( =.94 

III. Seduction – Person uses (non-verbal) sexual arousal to distract or direct partner in order to gain compliance.

1. Start “fooling around” and then pull out a condom when it was time.

2. Take out a condom to use without saying a word.

3. Begin putting a condom on at the appropriate time.

4. Get my partner very sexually excited and then take out a condom.

5. Take a condom out during foreplay.

6. In the heat of the moment, I would take a condom out to use.

Scale statistics: M=3.31, ( =.92 

IV. Relationship Conceptualizing – Person uses caring or concern for the partner / relationship in order to gain compliance.

1. Tell my partner that if he/she really loves me than he/she will use a condom.

2. Tell my partner that since we love and trust one another, that we should use condoms.

3. Let my partner know that using a condom would show respect for my feelings.

4. Tell my partner that it would really mean a lot to our relationship if he/she would use a condom.

5. Tell my partner that using a condom would really show how he/she cares for me.

6. Stress that my partner should accept my request to use a condom because we care about each other.

Scale statistics: M=3.03, ( =.93

V. Risk (STD) Information – Person presents information about the risks of STD’s or AIDS to persuade partner to comply.

1. Tell my partner that we both would be safer from disease if we used a condom.

2. Tell my partner that if we don’t use condoms, then one of us could end up with a sexually transmitted disease (STD).

3. Explain to my partner that there are too many sexually transmitted diseases (STD’s) going around to not use a condom.

4. Let my partner know that there are so many sexual diseases out there that we should use condoms.

5. Tell my partner that using a condom will protect us from sexually transmitted diseases (STD’s).

6.   Tell my partner that we need to use condoms to protect ourselves from AIDS.

Scale statistics: M=3.01, ( =.94 

VI. Deception – Person uses false information or deception to gain compliance.

1. Tell my partner that we should use a condom to prevent pregnancy, even though my 

real worry is sexually transmitted diseases (STD’s).
2. Make up a reason why I want him/her to use a condom, even though my real reason is to protect myself against diseases.

3. Tell my partner I only have sex with condoms, even though sometimes I don’t.

4. Make up a reason why we should use condoms to get my partner to use them.

5. Make my partner think I always use condoms when I have sex, even though sometimes I don’t.

6. Pretend that I’m really concerned about pregnancy, when my real concern is sexually transmitted diseases.

Scale statistics: M=2.34, ( =.83

VII. Pregnancy Prevention – Person presents information about the risks of pregnancy to persuade partner to comply.
1. Tell my partner that in order to avoid pregnancy that we should use a condom.

2. Stress to my partner that we need to use a condom for birth control.

3. Explain that not using a condom could result in a pregnancy.

4. Tell my partner that since we’re not using any other form of birth control, that we should use a condom.

5. Make it clear that condoms are necessary for us to avoid pregnancy.


6. Say that by using a condom we won’t have to worry about pregnancy.

Scale statistics: M=3.33, ( =.94
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
